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FINANCE COMMITTEE NEWS

Through the first quarter of 2018 (Jan. - March), AUMC's total income has
been $63,652.00. However, our expenses have totaled $73,342.00.
Our total income figure leaves us with a deficit of $9,690.00
In comparison to 2017, the first quarter expenses are virtually the
same, however our offerings are down almost $3,000.00
This is of great concern due to the fact that this is only April and the
traditionally slow summer months are just ahead.

The above figures are expenses for the General Fund only (Current Ministries &
Expenses) portion of weekly envelope. Our average weekly expenses for the first quarter
are $5,959. We do receive rental income weekly totaling $831. That leaves a balance of
§5,128. that must be covered by our weekly Tithes and Offerings. Currently we average
$4,405 per week. On average our weekly income is enough to cover our top 5 expenses,
only.

Please prayerfully consider what can be done to close the gap and fund all of Arbutus
